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“Later in the morning they move through the new 
shopping arcade on top of Star Yard before passing over St 
Mary’s Way into Lowndes Park to stretch their legs before 
returning for lunch in a pub or restaurant on the top floor 
of the new Star Yard building which has huge windows 
looking over Lowndes Park and the old town.

“After lunch many walk across to the new Music and Arts 
complex surrounding The Elgiva to see a film, listen to 
music, draw, paint, read, attend rehearsals – they are joined 
by children after school. 
The more energetic 
go to the new multi-
purpose recreation and 
sporting complex to run, 
swim and play games. 
They are joined by 
workers returning from 
work on the hopper bus.

“Later in the day 
walkers and cyclists move down the River Chess Way 
from the old town, through Meades Water Gardens and 
down Waterside past the refurbished Lord’s Mill complex 
with the restored mill water wheel turning steadily now 
that water flows down the River Chess since upstream 
abstraction has reduced.

“Some stop for a picnic on the 
riverbank or a drink at The Pheasant 
before returning to the Town Meeting 
at 7.30pm to hear from the mayor, 
meet the new town councillors and 
maybe hear the Chesham Society talk 
about the new Local Plan up to 2056.”

This is what can enjoy if we all stand up for the position 
of Chesham whilst the new Local Plan is being agreed. 
Consultation on Issues and Options will commence in 
October this year and the Chesham Society’s planning 
team will be fully involved.
